Accommodation

• Apply to accommodation early!
• E.g. Studentenwerk (dorms)
• Wg-gesucht.de (shared flat or sublet)
• “Kleinanzeigen” (sublet, flats) 
• Some hotels offer cheap accommodation at the 

start of the semester
• Accommodation Service (international office)

• Be aware of scams!
• If you can wait until the low season (2-3 months after 

the semester starts), you can get a long-term contract
